Tip on Painting Masses Of Flowers  

A popular motif for paintings is flowers -- masses of 
flowers. It can be great fields of blossoms or close-
ups of part of a flower bed. Be careful that you don't 
make every flower as important as all the others. 
Choose the most important flower and put it in the 
focal point in a sweet spot and make it and a few 
blooms near it very detailed. Then as you get farther 
from that flower, make the blossoms less detailed. To 
make the flowers stand out, put in very dark darks 
behind them. A good very dark nature green can be 
made by mixing Prussian blue and Burnt sienna.
