GENERAL INFORMATION 
Eligibility: Open to all artists 18 years and older. Ac-
ceptable are two dimensional works, completed in the 
last three years, that are original in concept and composi-
tion and are independently executed in oil, watercolor, 
acrylic, pastels or mixed media. 
  

 Not Eligible:  Works that have been previously dis-
played at a WAA exhibit, photographs, crafts, airbrush 
works and computer-generated altered images.  
 
All works must be hand-delivered, quality framed, and 
ready to hang. Plexiglas must be used on all works on 
paper over 30” either direction including frame. Pastels 
may use glass on works 35” in either direction including 
frame. All work must be completely ready for hanging 
with wire. Wires must not be frayed and be able to sup-
port the weight of the painting. No saw-tooth hangers 
are allowed. Maximum size cannot exceed 48” in any di-
rection including frame. Work that is not properly pre-
sented, requires special handling or is deemed inappro-
priate by the WAA Committee may be rejected. Entries 
must remain for duration of the show. A 10% commis-
sion fee will be charged on all sales.  
 WAA members are eligible to enter two works for a 
fee of $25. Membership must be paid by March 27, 2010 
to enter the show as a member.  
 Non-members may enter one original work for a fee 
of $40.
